	Reading 
· Begin to read patterned material
· Can get the main idea
· Can sequence main events in a story
· Can read simple forms, tables, and schedules
· Can derive meaning of simple materials using context with visuals
· Can share ideas about what is read (in first language)
· Participate in oral reading experiences in a group (e.g., Readers’ Theater)

· Use context clues for word recognition

Writing 
· Can write simple sentences
Culture 
· Can produce artwork reflecting the style of famous artists in the target language’s culture
· Foster cultural understanding of the different cultures
Suggested topics:
· Family and home, meal times and different types of food

· Cultural celebrations to include additional holidays, music, and the arts
