	Kindergarten and First Grade

· Can react to classroom commands 

· Begin to understand who, what, where, when, how questions 

· Follow simple oral directions

· Listen to simple stories, understanding the message 

Second Grade

· Can understand simple questions and answers
· Can follow oral directions 

· Can understand simple statements
· Can understand concepts, given manipulative experiences
· Listen to stories, understanding the message
· Can understand message or story expressed in a video
· Listen to a taped story and follow along with the accompanying text
Third Grade

· Can understand questions and answers
· Can listen for meaning in discussions and conversations
· Can listen to a story, interpreting meaning
· Can understand information on a topic
· Can recognize forma/informal language forms
 
	
	Fourth Grade

· Can understand more complex conversation with familiar topics
· Can extract information and synthesize previous knowledge
· Can listen to stories, reflecting on what is heard
· Can listen for meaning in discussions and conversations
Fifth Grade

· Can understand conversations in a social context
· Can detect the mood of a message and determine to a limited degree the attitude and feelings of the speaker
· Can listen to stories, reflecting on what is heard
· Can analyze information presented orally
